Notes
· Traffic Engineer Deb Finnegan agreed to stop by our meeting next month on December 18th. Kara will check with Kristina about whether to have a December meeting. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Reviewed and accepted last month’s meeting notes
On-Road Bicycle Infrastructure Survey
· Kara printed out the results thus far of the survey. There are 209 responses so far, 94 additional comments, 70 people gave their email addresses to be contacted in the future. Kara printed out the results of the survey and downloaded the comments into an excel file, which she printed out and shared with the group. 
· Joe mentioned that Nathan Pipho is trying to get a meeting with the Mayor in the next couple weeks to advocate for money in the budget for bike lane striping. Said these comments and the survey results might be helpful for Nathan to make his argument. 
Presentation of Bike Plan to City Council
· Dennis and Councilor Coughlin asked whether the Bicycle Circulation and Infrastructure Plan had been submitted to the Council. Kara said she didn’t think so. Coughlin and Dennis said it should be submitted, made an item on the agenda, and at a later meeting there should be a presentation to the Council of the report. Kara will submit the plan on Dec. 7th for inclusion on the agenda for the 15th. The Council will vote on the Plan at this time. Sometime in January the Commission / Quincycles could do a presentation to the Council. 
· Dennis spoke about the benefits of on-road bicycle infrastructure and the relative inexpensiveness of implementing them. 
· Lt. Sorgi recommended that we have representation at the Chamber of Commerce’s events. Dennis said that Kara could have a booth at the next one and talk to visitors about biking, its economic benefits, how the Commission could work with the businesses. 
Visibility ride
· This will be led by Quincycles. Irene is going to get a committee together to plan this. Still like the idea of biking the Spine route. Will have to start further south than North Quincy High School because of the construction going on there. Hannaford or Sacred Heart are good options for a headquarters area. Kara will provide support from the municipal side, like coordinating inter-departmental assistance, writing press releases, etc. 
· John suggested we make the survey an annual thing to monitor how attitudes change about biking year-to-year. 
· Sorgi said that we’ll have to go before the Licensing Board for approval to hold the event on the roads. Should schedule the License Board hearing by March at the latest. 
· The bike rodeo is the second Saturday of Bike Week, May 16th. Don’t want to hold our ride the same day. Sunday would be less car traffic but also less visibility than Saturday. 
· Need to consider who might participate and how fast they’d ride. Children would be slower. Ask Nicole Freeman for advice re: logistics. 
· It takes 75 bikes 1 to 1.5 minutes to cross an intersection.  
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
