MAPC’s Regional Bike Network Plan-
· [bookmark: _GoBack]MAPC will likely present its plan to the City Council at the January 15th meeting. 
· Kara will come up with a rough idea of how much striping the recommended routes would cost
· Ask Dennis about getting bike racks. Maybe the City can apply to take part in MAPC’s group procurement of racks. Or the Chamber of Commerce could be the applicant, and maybe that would allow the racks to be placed on private property. 
Role of Bicycle Commission in review of roadway improvement and proposed development / redevelopment projects
· Planning staff would like to see this commission have more power in the outcome of building projects in the city. For example, the 68 Beale Street project (already passed) would have been a suitable development for the Bicycle Commission to comment on given its proximity to the Wollaston train station and urban setting.
· The commission could potentially submit recommendations for changes in the zoning code. Would be interested in requiring new developments to provide a certain number of bike parking spots per number of residential units. 
· The Planning Department could work on its relationship with the DPW in order to stay apprised of potential projects that would benefit from Commission input. 
· Will need to figure out a system that involves as little work as possible for Planning staff that would allow Commission members to learn of new cases as they come before the Planning Board.
· The hope is that the Commission’s comments would be entered into the public record and given the same weight as the Health Department or Fire Department’s comments, and that the developer would adjust the design in light of the Commission’s recommendations. 
Public outreach campaign
· Slides educating the public about bike-related street signs, sharing the road with bikes, etc that could be shown on QATV
· Perhaps present at the Chamber of Commerce meeting about the economic benefits of accommodating bikes
· Maybe run a campaign with local business that promotes biking by offering customers who bike a free coffee or discounted service, for example. 
Adams Street Striping
· Will be striped in the next few weeks.
· Will focus on striping the Hancock Street spine and the Sea to Summit route next. 
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
