Re: Endorsement of MAPC’s City of Quincy Bicycle and Pedestrian Network Plan

Dear Mayor Koch:

As you are probably aware, the City of Quincy partnered with the Metropolitan Area Planning Council to analyze the existing cycling and pedestrian environment and to develop recommendations for low-cost, short term improvements. This multi-departmental effort culminated with the issuance of the Quincy Bicycle and Pedestrian Network Plan in January 2014. 

The Quincy Bicycle Commission also participated in the development of this plan, and fully supports the implementation of both the short-term and long-term bicycle and pedestrian improvements. Not only do the resulting recommendations create a network of bicycle and pedestrian facilities based almost entirely upon existing rights-of-way, it offers strategies for how the City can institutionalize the implementation of pedestrian and bicycle accommodations in all projects. Further, the plan proposes prioritizing three routes for bike lane striping and/or shared lane markings (“sharrows”). Two of the trails highlight the City’s scenery, taking bikers from the Blue Hills to the ocean, for example, and another, the “Quincy Spine,” creates a direct route between the Fore River Bridge and Dorchester.  

The Commission believes that the City should begin to implement these recommendations as soon as possible, specifically the Quincy Spine. The Spine will have the most positive impact on biking in the City because it includes Quincy’s main corridor and connects commuters to Boston. 

The Quincy Bicycle Commission, therefore, strongly encourages you to endorse this plan as a first step towards enhancing our bicycle and pedestrian environment.
