2014 Quincy Annual Bicycle Counts

· next time allow more space for notes
· we should do two counts per year. Next one in October 2014, close to when we did the City first ever count, in September 2013. 
· Maureen had a lot of people stop and talk to her about what she was doing, what Quincycles was
· Maureen suggests doing a midday count during the week- would get a different set of people
· Places to add next time:
· Washington St. and Southern Artery, toward Weymouth

· Billings St. and Hancock St. 
· Kara will look into homemade traffic counters. UPDATE- look more complicated/expensive than expected. Table this idea.

MassDOT, FHA, FTA Pedestrian and Cycling Safety Audit
· Quincy was selected for a cycling audit administered by MassDOT, FHA, and FTA. The vicinity of the Wollaston MBTA station will be the area of focus. Kristina will email the Commission and Quincycles soliciting information about their experience biking to/from the station, with t

Visibility Ride

· Kara came back from CNU22 with the idea for the Commission to organize a large group bike ride of the proposed Hancock Spine route from the MAPC Network Plan, which travels the primary commercial corridor of Quincy from Weymouth to Dorchester. The goal of the ride would be to demonstrate the how popular the idea of adding bike infrastructure to Quincy is and how efficient it is to cycle around the City. The Mayor would be invited to speak at the event and neighboring bike advocacy groups would be invited to show ride with us. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The Commission is very supportive. 
· Potential sponsors: the Chamber, Best Western, Rotary Club
· Commission would like this to be viewed as an event with the purpose of garnering support for biking in Quincy, not as a children’s Recreation Department event. 
· Meet at NQHS before and after, have this serve as “base camp”
· Do the Hancock Spine route from NQHS to the Fore River Bridge and back, about 9 miles. 
· Have a rolling street closure
· Need to have it approved by the Police Chief
· Perhaps have the bicycle unit of the PD lead the way/be the escort
· Quincycles is booked until late September. Potential dates: 9/27, 10/4. Should be a Saturday morning. 
· Kara and Kristina will discuss these ideas and reach out with a more detailed game plan and maybe with tasks for Commission members willing to help organize.

Implementing bike lanes from MAPC Plan
· Councilor Coughlin spoke with Commissioner Raymondi recently. Learned that the Commissioner is primarily concerned about the amount of labor required to install bike lanes and other bike infrastructure. 
· Consensus among Commission members regarding the disappointing outcome of installing Quincy’s first bike lane, located on Adams Street. The markings don’t comply with any traffic guidelines and the paint is fading despite being installed December 2013. 
Other

· Kevin Gillutspie is doing a bike rodeo with a cub scout group
· Disappointment over the long term closure of the Wollaston station bike cage. Councilor Coughlin suggested reaching out to Senator Keenan’s office to help bring the MBTA to action. 
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
