Notes:
1. Bike Counts 
· Quincycles and the Planning Department participated in the bicycle data collection effort. 
· Some Quincycles members were surprised at the high number of bicyclists that were out riding on a 100 degree day. 
· Quincyclists and Planning Department staff witnessed several riders without helmets, riding on the sidewalk, or riding on the wrong side of the road. 
· Kristina mentioned that the Department will be counting bicyclists again at some point in the future. 
2. MAPC’s Regional Bike Network Plan-
· Kristina gave a synopsis of the Planning Department’s recent meeting with David Loutzenhouser and Tanya Paglia from MAPC, DPW Commissioner Daniel Raymondi, and Director of Waste Management John Sullivan. 
· Kara shared her spreadsheet of Quincy roads with their accompanying estimated cost for adding bicycle lanes or sharrows. 
· Kara stated that she obtained the cost estimate information from Steve Stella at Markings, Inc. in Pembroke, who said that he already does all of the pavement marking for the City. Kara got his contact information from Nicole Freedman, Executive Director of the City of Boston bicycle department, Boston Bikes. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Barry Welch shared that he and Councilor Coughlin believed that the distance between stencils in the bike lanes that Kara obtained from Stella is too small. Kara said that she would confirm the number in the MUTCD. 
· Welch expressed concern that the bike lanes won’t be understood by the majority of Quincy residents. He suggested there be a campaign directed at educating drivers about the lanes. 
· Lt. Sorgi stated that the City doesn’t currently enforce traffic laws with bikers, though the Police Department is cognizant of the way other police departments are handling the increase in bike popularity. The QPD today watched a video about Chicago’s police department and the laws and rules it uses to regulate bicycling. 
· Lt. Sorgi suggested that the Planning Department start to write a monthly article on bike safety and use for the Quincy Sun, similar to Lt. Minton’s recurring “Job Well Done” column. 
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
