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    MOTOR FUEL PURCHASE

Good measurement is important when you buy gasoline and motor fuel. These fuels are sold by volume, usually by the gallon. To ensure a fair delivery, weights and measures officials routinely inspect gasoline pumps for accuracy, correct price signage, and in some cases test the octane of each grade of gasoline. During these routine inspections the official may make adjustments, if necessary, to the gasoline meter to ensure that neither the consumer nor merchant is being cheated. 

Here are a few tips that you, the consumer, can use to check that you are getting what you paid for:

-The price per gallon signs on top of the pump are the legal prices you can be charged 

-If discounts are offered, the condition of the discount must be clearly marked with a separate sign for the discounted price (ie: cash vs credit purchases)

-Speak clearly to the attendant and be sure he/she is dispensing what was requested

-Check the display indicator to be sure the total price and gallons dispensed both start at “0.000”. Also check that the correct price per gallon is displayed

-Upon completion of your fill up, ask for and check your receipt for the correct price per gallon, total gallons, and total sale price
-Your vehicles tank is not an exact measure. The volume you receive may vary slightly from fill up to fill up. 
-Look for the green or red weights and measures approval sticker for the last date of inspection
