ARTICLE I. NAME
The name of the Commission shall be the Quincy Bicycle Commission.

ARTICLE II. PURPOSE
The purpose of the Quincy Bicycle Commission is to advise the Mayor and City Council and all departments of the City on all matters relating to the use of a bicycle as a means of transportation and recreation.

ARTICLE III. MEMBERSHIP
Section 1. Composition of the Committee
The Commission shall be composed of a representative from the Mayor’s Office, the City Council, Engineering, Planning, Parks and Recreation, Police, Public Works, Traffic and Parking, and three Quincy residents.

Section 2. Appointment
Members shall be appointed to the Commission by the Mayor. Resident representatives will be appointed for one year. 

Section 3. Voting
Each member of the Commission shall be entitled to one vote on all issues presented at meetings at which the member is present. 

ARTICLE IV. OFFICERS
There shall be a Chair and Vice Chair for the Commission. Officers shall be elected by the Commission and shall serve a one year term or until their successors are elected.

ARTICLE V. MEETINGS
Section 1. Regular Meetings
A regular monthly meeting shall be held on the third Thursday of the month in City Hall, unless otherwise agreed upon. Time and duration of the meeting shall be determined by the Commission. 

Section 2. Sub-commission meetings
The Commission may create sub-commissions. All members of the Commission may serve on a sub-commission.

Section 3. Conduct of meetings
A majority of members of the Commission or Sub-commission shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.


a. Less than a quorum of the Commission or Sub-commission may receive testimony.

b. Only members with full standing shall have the right to vote on Commission business.

c. The act of a majority of the members with full standing present at the meeting at which there is a quorum shall be the act of the Commission.

d. City staff shall be responsible for meeting minutes and establishing and distributing the meeting agenda.

e. In the absence of the Chair and Vice Chair, the members may choose a temporary Chair.

ARTICLE VI. AMENDMENTS TO THE BYLAWS
These bylaws may be amended, rescinded, or suspended by an affirmative vote of the majority of the members of the Commission. Vote will be by roll call.
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
