The meeting was called to order by Chairman Ricci at 7:00 p.m.   Two members were absent.  Approval of the Minutes was deferred to the end of the Public Hearing.

The application was to 
Place a sign on the side of the building.  Because that in effect would make four (4) 

signs for the business, that would be a violation because only three(3) signs are allowed.

The applicant then indicated that she would be merging the three(3) signs on the front 

Of the building into one (10 sign, thus a total of two (2) signs would remain.  The new 

Sign panel would be the same as the one on the front, as per the application.  A motion 

To approve was made by Member Manning, seconded by Member Affsa.  The motion

prevailed 4-0.
