The group hit a snag on the application which requires the owner, in this case the City of Quincy to agree to placing a restriction on the property that would require the owner to be regulated by MHC on future work on the cemetery.

Apparently the     

     Director of Planning has suggested that the City allow the restriction, but then ask 

     for a waiver.  

      The Members are of the opinion, in light of the deadline and the questions that 
      need to be answered that the QHC will continue its efforts in seeking matching

      funds and be better prepared for next year’s Round 20.  The City needs to 

      continue the vetting process parts of which are the restriction question and 

      consultation with the Cemetery Board of Managers at the very least.

Kristina Johnson, Director of Transportation Planning for the City, and Project Manager of the Adams Green Project is willing to oversee the effort.

2.  The City will continue to press Halvorson Design for the final editions of their work.

3. On the matter of Mr. David Lunny being appointed Alternate Member, the Administrator will consult with appropriate member of the Mayor’s staff.

4. The lighting on the kiosk for the South Shore Bank will be referred to Mr. Paul 

McCarthy of Inspectional Services.
