 Chairman Ricci called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm .  The Chair  accepted a motion 

 by Member Fitzgerald, second by Member Jacobs to accept the minutes.  The motion 

 was approved 5-0.  
Public Hearings: 

7:05 pm.:  26 Coddington St,: continued hearing.  The architectural firm of Wessling Associates explained in greater detail the type, style of windows being
proposed for the renovation of Coddington Hall.  These questions arose at the previous meeting and this presentation was a follow-up to that.  The applicant is seeking a design development approval.  On a motion by Member Hunt, second by Member Affsa to approve the submission as presented pending final construction documents.  The motion carried 6-0.
7:10 pm.: Rt. 53 and Howard St. Intersection:  The project is a traffic mitigation project associated with construction of the DOT project of a new Fore River Bridge.  Because that project might be in part funded with federal funds it will require review under Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966 as amended (36CFR 800).  After reviewing information associated with this project, the Members of the Quincy Historic Commission, on a motion by Member Fitzgerald, second by Member Foley, voted 6-0 to issue a Certificate of Nonapplicability.
 7:15 pm.:  Other Business:
1.  The matter of the Hancock Cemetery report being completed by Halvorson Design, Member Fitzgerald indicated he was communicating with Chris Greene, Project Manager from Halvorson, to determine a specific date for presentation to interested parties in the City.  He indicated that the date will more than likely be October 18 or October 25.

2. Chairman Ricci presented a memo that is a first draft that can be used to invite said parties to the presentation.  He will continue to edit the document.

        On a motion by Member Hunt, second by Member Foley, the members voted to adjourn at 7:25 pm.
