On a motion by Member Hunt, second by Member Affsa the minutes of the QHC meeting of February 27, 2012 were accepted.  The vote was unaminmous.

Public Hearings:

1250 Hancock St., Quincy College;  After a presentation by the applicant, and clarification of the materials to be used a motion was made to approve.  The motion was offered by Member Hunt, second by Member Manning and was unanimously approved.

1237 Hancock St., Sher-a-Punjab restaurant: The applicant was present to explain her new business.  The application itself contained the word ‘bar’.  The applicant along with the representative of the sign company wanted to omit the word ‘bar’ from the application. There was some discussion about the letters to be used in the sign.  The lettering was to be gold on a black background, however, they are to be raised plastic.  The applicant explained that these letters were more durable and would last longer than if they were gold leaf/paint as were other signs on the building.  This was the issue presented by Member Hunt who expressed a desire that there be continuity of signage on the façade of the building.  A motion to approve was offered by Member Manning, second by Member Fitzgerald.  The motion carried unanimously.  Member Hunt abstained.
1259B Hancock St., Mid-East Kitchen:  For the second consecutive meeting the applicant failed to appear before the QHC.  The sign is in place.  The Members wanted the matter continued to the next meeting.
 Other Business:  No Member had any other business before the Commission.  It was noted by the Chair that members of the Ad Hoc Committee for the Hancock Cmetery project were in  attendance to meet subsequent to the regularly scheduled meeting.
