RULES FOR PARKING PERMITS

1. The non-refundable application fee is $20.00 for each vehicle, annually. The fees are NON-
REFUNDABLE.

A check or money order should be made payable to:
City of Quincy

2. Cars MUST be registered to the address applied for.

3. Permits will only be issued to vehicles that do not have driveway/parking lot space or available off street
parking. A valid reason must be given why permit is necessary. An officer will review the parking
situation on-sight at the applicant’s address. There is NO guarantee that a parking permit will be issued.

4. Permits WILL NOT be issued for convenience or to VISITORS for temporary on-street parking.

Handicapped placards or plates DO NOT need a permit.

6. Permit MUST be affixed to the vehicle applied for. The permit should be affixed to the rear window in the
lower left corner (on the driver’s side of the vehicle).

7. No commercial vehicles, NO exceptions.

8. College students with vehicles registered outside of Quincy MUST provide a VALID SCHOOL I.D.
and PROOF OF RESIDENCE of address applied for (ie: utility bill, Mass. 1098-T tax form).

9. Permits expire one (1) year from the date of issuance. All NEW applications and RENEWAL applications
must be submitted with the $20.00 application fee.

10. 9. All parking tickets and excise tax issues MUST BE RESOLVED before issue of permit.
