Councillor Palmucci present: He corrected the address to 28 Gilbert Street. He is quite concerned about this going on in a residential area. Last Saturday night over 200 people were at this address, people at the door were checking I.D.’s and charging a Cover Charge for admission. Police from Quincy were called. He is asking the Board to investigate and stop this type of business in a residential neighborhood. Chairman Shea agreed to forward this to the Mass. Alcohol Beverage Control Commission. Chief Keenan noted criminal complaints have been made against the owner. The ABCC will not get involved because it is not licensed. The police will monitor the site, they are aware and will take of it.
