Peter Turowski & Assistant Liquor Inspector Detective Leo Coppens. 

Agenda 1. Hearing regarding the request of Granite Street Café, 378 Granite St., for a One-day Wine & Malt License, Wednesday, December 31, 2009 7PM till 1AM, for a private party for approximately 50 people. Mr. Arben Berberi, present. Motion to grant the request made by Commissioner Scheele, second Chief Keenan. All in favor.  

Agenda 2. Hearing to discuss the 2010 status of the Common Victualer/All Alcoholic Restaurant License of Skyline Bar & Grille, 305 Victory Rd. Present for Skyline, Mr. Fred Snyderman, also present Attorney Louis Cassis for Joseph Pizziferri. Attorney Cassis explained that Mr. Snyderman is filing bankruptcy and assured the Board the status of the license will be resolved before January 31, 2010. On the motion of Commissioner Scheele, second Chief Keenan the Board voted 5-0 to place the matter of the CV/All Alcoholic Restaurant License at the 305 Victory Road on file for purposes of review the status no later than April 1, 2010.

Agenda 3. Hearing to discuss the complaints received @ Dunkin Donuts, 550 Adams St. & 751 East Squantum St. Mr. Paul Govostes. Present for the hearing Mr. Peter Doyle, Operations Manager. Mr. Doyle will work with the residents of the Meadowbrook Apartments and his delivery drivers to correct the problems. Regarding 751 East Squantum Street, he has already made changes and there will be no deliveries before 8AM at the site. Motion to place the matter on file made by Commissioner Scheele, second Chief Keenan. 

Agenda 4. Hearing to discuss the 2010 status of the Common Victualer/All Alcoholic Restaurant License previously issued to 295-297 Newport Ave.  Ms. Judy Chen, Attorney Dick Gellerman, present. Chairman Shea explained the license was purchased from the Department of Revenue by Ms. Chen at auction. The Zoning Board of Appeals denied her request to move the license to the former Berry Insurance site @ 681 Hancock St. and the issue is now in court. The Department of Revenue has signed the ABCC Renewal and if the court rules against Ms. Chen, they will again auction the license. Attorney Gellerman stated his client has spent $10,000.00 and if the ruling is not favorable she will not purchase it, if it is favorable she will return to the Board with an application. On the motion of Commissioner Scheele, second Chief Keenan the Board agreed to place the matter on file, with a status review on April 1, 2010.

In other business:

The Board agreed to extend the hours for pouring establishments to 2AM on New Year’s Eve, December 31. 2009. 

Chairman Shea read a directive from the ABCC regarding the sale of Utopia. The product can only be sold by Licensed All Alcoholic Retail Licensees. 

The Board accepted the minutes of the previous hearing and waived the reading.
