Call to Order. Acting Chairman:  Jeff Graber.

Request for Determination of Applicability filed by: Quincy Housing Authority and Represented by Chris Lucas and Mr. Cote. The project proposes the removal of two Under Ground Tanks (UST’S) in accordance with local, state and federal regulations. Soil samples will be collected to evaluate the soil conditions and, if contaminated soil is present above the applicable Mass DEP regulation, soil will be excavated and disposed of off-site. The UST gravel/soil excavation will be backfilled to grade with clean, imported backfill material.  In addition, a second round of groundwater testing maybe warranted prior to the filing of a Response Action Outcome (RAO) Statement (Closure Report).  All work is proposed in grass area—not disturbing anything-- with hay bales towards the east side. Phragmities on south side but no problems anticipated.  One day to take out tank but about one week for overall job. Upon completion area will be loomed and seeded in spring. J.Brennion: asked what tanks were used for and also about piping from tanks to building— Old power facility used for heating for Quincy Housing Authority, piping already removed as part of this project. M. Glynn how long tanks there---not used since 1970 when heating switched over to gas.  Graber asked what other State Agencies with DEP has to monitor the actual disposal.  Licensed Site Professionals LSP is doing everything with the DEP regulations in accordance with Mass Contingency Plan.  As soon as oil is discovered in basement the state pretty much steps and at that point we have to supply reports every 6 months—whole list of reports we have to abide by. Graber comments: these reports are our protection—our resource is LSCSF. If done by RDA no further reporting required but in this case can we ask that you submit the Final Closure Report to this file. Lucas agreed to do so. M.Glynn asked if we are finalizing this or ongoing tracking. Graber: as long as we know that it is being tracked by state we can close our file.
