No DEP #--Subject to DEP Approval. Proposes to raze existing main home and construct new home. Foundation basically mimics existing foundation except  decreased in size-- it is pulled back 2ft. closer to rear lot line-- to meet existing zoning regulations.  They are proposing to keep existing fairly recent addition.  Also proposes to  install a block masonry retaining wall to modify grades to keep property outside flood plain---so no need for flood insurance. Exempt from Storm Water Management because it is a single family home.  Only modification proposes rear deck and staircases on sonatubes. Also proposes to replace existing dilapidated rear fence in same location---it is set back from rear property line. Existing lot is grass and mowed lawn.  No other modification except a slight tweaking of elevation #6. Retaining wall is tied into adjacent properties retaining wall---which is also owned by Mr. Baylis.  Commission asked if foundation was remaining and if flow through foundation. New foundation & not a flow through, not an issue for the Commission because of grade change (elevation-above flood plain elevation) No zoning relief required  since foundation is pulled back. Some marsh and wooded area behind lot. Smaller footprints results in more porous area.  No changes to sidewalks, asphalt. Existing utilities will be cut and capped.
