Present:  Acting Chairman: Stephen Striffler. Also present: Jim Iorio, Steven, Tom Carroll and Maureen Glynn  Moved to accept the minutes for February 1, 2012-Accepted

 6 Doane Street Request for Determination of Applicability filed by: Richard J. Le Bel & Lorraine F. Le Bel to renovate residence by demolishing the structure in part or full except that the foundation will remain. Proposes to extend the foundation in the easterly direction by 12’ while maintaining the present width of 24’ wide. LAND IS SUBJECT TO COASTAL STORM FLOWAGE Represented by: Mr. Le Bel  proposes to  extend  the foundation in the easterly direction for an addition onto his home and a wrap-around porch—over hang on top. (Presented this using the plans for the extension). He also explained that he will be moving the driveway. Mr. Striffler questioned if the driveway was to be extended---no shifting the driveway to increase curb appeal.  Mr. Striffler opened the floor to questions. There were none. Mr. Striffler asked if any member of the public would like to speak in favor of the project. Robert Kennedy of Howe Street, Robert Lock of 65 Howe Street, Clr. Margret Le Forrest of 236 Rock Island Road and a resident from 15 Howe Street spoke in favor of the project.  Mr. Iorio had question---what elevation is LSCSF?  12ft.—he stated project itself outside designation.   Maureen Glynn questioned about the removal of trees on the property; one tree will likely be removed perhaps two.  Maureen Glynn asked for a letter letting us know how you replaced two trees---before Compliance Certificate is issued (replace the tree/trees that were taken down).  Negative Determination. Motion Jim Iorio, 2nd, Tom Carroll.
0 Coddington Street Notice of Intent filed by City of Quincy Department of Public Works for repairs to the Board Street Tide Gate and Storm Water Tributary System. BORDERING VEGETATED WETLANDS, LAND SUBJECT TO COASTAL STORM FLOWAGE, Mr. Joseph O’Shea  Vice President of Woodward & Curran engineering  Firm explained the context of the project. The project is part of the Mayor’s city-wide infrastructure capital improvement plan and one of many drainage improvements. Mr. Shea explained that clean up of drain line and assessment of drain infrastructure to determinate what needs to be repaired and rehabilitated had already taken place.  Mr. Shea introduced:  Mr. Daniel White Project Manager/ Engineer/Woodward Curran and Mr. Mark Manganello  From LEC Inviromental /Wetland Scientist---to give specific technical details on proposal.   Mr. White  explained that the project is an improvement of the drainage infrastructure of the Broad Street area. These are repairs to pipelines and drainage structures in five locations and the repair of one tide gate. Presented the project with plans/charts. Spot repairs on two locations of Edgemere  Road (replacing sections of pipe with pipes same size 12”). Similar pipe replacing on Edgemere Circle.  More substantial work on Woodward Ave---replacing drainage structure and pipelines on that shoulder of road (upper section 15” to 18”. lower section from 20” to 24”).   East: 14ft. section of pipe to be replaced adjacent to high school---in existing BVW area.  Area will be excavated, pipes replaced, area reseeded.  Southern Artery shoulder adjacent to cemetery: replace pipes to max diameter—physical limitations due to gas lines etc.  Other shoulder on Southern Artery adjacent to field: install separate pipe line. Repairs to the Broad Street Tide Gate Structure due to the deterioration of that structure.  Outer gate not present.  Inner gate remains but has reached its service life. Proposes to remove inner gate and replace one exterior to facilitate future maintenance.    Mr. Stiffler and Mr. White spoke on the trunk line and long-term consequences of the tide gate structure.  Striffler asked if the existing trunk line had capacity for new volume---yes in low tide but the same in high tide.  Strifler: Any future plans to increase trunk line so as to more volume of water?  Joe Shea answered:  laid out and designed/ teamed with pumping station on Broad Street if in future funding becomes available but not part of the Capital Improvement Plan.  Mr. Mark Manganello spoke on the environmental issues.  Said there was no barrier beach associated and pointed out the areas where Bordering Vegetated Wetlands, Coastal Bank, LSCSF and land subject to tidal action are.   BVW is Phragmities marsh adjacent to Coddington St & Russell Park.  Coastal Bank: Top slope adj. to tide gate. Land Subject to Tidal Action: Tide gate up to mean high water---10.4, LSCSF: same as 100 yr flood plain.  It encompasses almost all the project footprint---in Quincy 17.6.   Mr. Ioreo questioned the plausibility of a flood and how it is very unlikely for a flood to occur. Mr. Engleman explained the impacts of the project being temporary disturbances throughout the project but no permanent damage. Any damage will be repaired and restored to original conditions. Mrs. Glynn and Mr. Ioreo spoke on the phragmites problem with Mr. White. No members of the public spoke in support or opposition of the project. Motion Jim Iorio, 2nd Tom Carroll.    Order of Conditions  Granted.
Quincy Avenue, East Howard St, & South St. to 780 Washington St. (Twin Rivers Technologies)Request for Determination of Applicability filed by: National Grid to install 8” gas main within road. All work to be done within pavement. BUFFE ZONE AND LAND SUBJECT TO COASTAL STORM FLOWAGE  AND RIVERFRONT AREA.  Represented by: Mr. Brad Malo of the Coastal Engineering Company (representing National Grid).  The project consists of installing an 8-inch plastic gas main on the described route. Three areas of the project are under the jurisdiction of the Conservation Commission. The first location of the project under review for Coastal Storm Flowage is Quincy Avenue near the East Howard Street intersection and the Braintree-Quincy line (already received a negative determination from Braintree). The second location of concern in regards to Coastal Storm Flowage is along South St near the shipyard. The third location is approaching Twin Rivers Technology (no address specified). Mr. Malo presented images of all three locations. Mr. Malo said sedimentation control to be used.    All work in sidewalk or paved road.  All disturbed areas stabilized and repaved on a daily basic.  Dept. will be 3ft. x 2ft wide.   Tom Carroll asked if gas line was going to be incorporated into as-built plan for the upcoming new bridge project.  Yes!  Tom Carroll had concerns about the flooding on Quincy Ave. while using filter fabric or sacks on catch basins.  Not intending to work while rain---will remove sedimentation controls when finished.  2 or 3 day project.   Stephen Strifler:  Anyone like to speak in favor? Mr. Gilskie, Director of Twin Rivers Technologies spoke on behalf of the project.  Clr. Brad Crawl, 53 Summer St asked how the traffic situation will be handled. E.G.  how will you work with residents and business in the area?   Mr. Malo said that there should not be any significant problems.  One lane to one and half lanes will remain open.   Permitting will be handled by MASS DOT—what they will require I cannot speak for. He is confident that they will work with local agencies to develop an appropriate traffic plan. Mr Malos said they had a soil testing last week and only used one lane with single police detail---middle of morning and there seemed to be no problem.    Motion:  Jim Iorio, 2nd. Tom Carroll.
