BUFFER ZONE, SALT MARSH, LAND SUBJECT TO COASTAL STORM FLOWAGE Rep. by Christopher Harrington & Steve DeRoche Mr. Harrington stated the request that is being made by Mike’s Carpentry: a Negative Request for Determination. Mr. Harrington proceeded to submit an aerial photo and a letter with comments from City Engineer---stating that they had updated plans to comply with engineer’s comments also plans of new updates.  Already approved by ZBA & Planning board.  The first resource area is a flood zone salt marsh which is across the street. Sea St. is 60 ft which means that the boundaries of the property in discussion are more than 60 ft away from the salt marshes, while the actual building is over 100 ft away from the salt marsh. Behind the property there is an MWRA sewer line which is buried in an earth dike. Behind this sewer line is the second resource area, which is another salt marsh. This second resource area is farther away from the construction than the first resource area across the street. The dike is a massive man made trench which also serves as a barrier between the property and the second resource area. Hay bales will be used during construction.  Bill: there are similar properties in this area ---huge swale behind it. John Brennion asked where it is located in relation to dyke—near the sub station.  Steve DeRoche gave a plan presentation.  Any questions or concerns? Judy McGuire from 599 Sea Street expressed concern about the potential flood impacts---Sea Street’s sewer and drains always blocked/ the structure having no basement/garage raised. Steve assured her that an infiltration system will take care of any water on site.  Explaining the improvement---now no place for water to go will be better,   will keep all water on site. Bill made comment take away cement much better.  Mr. Iorio made a comment about installing a septic chamber below said it fills up during flooding and slowly drains out.  Motion Jim Iorio seconded by Jeff Graber.
