76 Willow, Liam Rogers filed for RDA.

 Rep: by Liam Rogers. Demo existing rear single story porch---on sonotubes-- and replace with two story porch also using sonotubes. Resource area:  Bordering Land Subject to Stormage Flowage.  Jeff Graber: Just porch issue? Yes. Graber: Where is the nearest water? Furnace Brk. PK. WY.  Any questions or comments?  None! Motion that the act does not apply.  J.Iorio, 2nd.  T.Carroll

Negative Determination.

133 Commander Shea Blvd.  NOI filed by Edgewater Place Condo. Drainage improvement for existing parking lot located in land subject to flooding. 

Rep: by Richard Grady, Grady Consulting/Engineer displayed proposed work on plans. 

Large rear paved parking lot has two and a half ft. deep depression where drainage is backed up through existing pipe and headwall causing flooding. This is in Flood Zone AE Elevation11.

Proposes: installation of concrete structure at existing headwall with a tide gate within that wall in order to prevent water from backing up into parking lot.  Raise parking lot approx. 2ft.  Using 5 rows of 20 gullies---4 ft. square/2ft. crushed stone around gullies.  New gullies about 3ft. below existing grade.  New catch basin conveys water out through existing drainage system. Also proposes to clean out existing drainage system using a vacuum truck. Repave a 20ft. sq area to front entrance area -- water is not getting into catch basin – re-grade so water gets to catch basin. Any questions–Grady:  Jeff Graber asked about existing grade and new pavement?  Grady:  existing grading will come up about 2ft. and gullies will be 3ft. below existing grade.  Tom Carroll?  What is that compensatory storage for? Grady: In the event of a flood it prevents body of water from being displaced onto neighbors.  It will slow the flow and have no adverse effect on neighbors.  Glynn: said that there was a burst pipe a few weeks ago and had concerns that the Con Com was not notified.  M. Glynn also had concerns that in the past site work and repairs were carried out without contacting Con Com.  Mr. Graber asked how long the construction will go on for ---Grady: about a week.  Letter from Sean Hardy, City Engineer dated March 13, 2012 read into the record— NOI GRANTED SUBJECT TO CONDITIONS OF ENGINEER’S LETTER.

Motion Jim Iorio,  2nd   T. Carroll Granted subject to the condition from city engineer(letter)

Edgewater Drive Seawall. Notice of Intent filed by: City of Quincy, DPW 

Jeff Graber introduced the case: “The project will include repair of the existing concrete seawall along Edgewater Drive, the addition of revetment stone, replacement of stair railings, repair of concrete stairs, reconstruction of the two outfall pipes and improvements to associated tide gates. Riverfront area, coastal beaches, coastal banks, and land subject to coastal storm flowage.” Briony Angus spoke first on behalf of the project: the project is maintenance and not replacement of 2300 layer feet of the seawall as well as repair to two the tide gates that are there. Graber: What other permits do you have to get? Angus: 401 Water Quality from DEP, a Chapter 91 License from DEP, Section 10 and 404 Permit from the DEP and the project is under review by the Massachusetts Environmental Policy Act Office. Angus continued in project overview: Limits of the project are from Bell St down to Edgewater Beach. Coastal bank is along the face of the existing seawall. Coastal beach line is from the point at which the revetment meets the surface of the grand. The plans have mean high water and mean low water shown on them. 100 ft buffer zone is inside the coastal bank. (Explained with charts where the 100 yr. and 500 yr. flood plains are). Land subject to coastal storm flowage is coincident with the 100 yr. flood plain. In the vicinity of Freca Road there is a stream that is connected with one of tide gates. Rock Island Road stream connection with tide gate has been disconnected to identify resource areas. Riverfront area is along the banks of said stream but there are no riverfront area impacts associated with the project. (Angus explained where to find resource area impacts in the plans. They are to be found on pgs. 18-21). Graber: Technical detail will be covered by the State and not Quincy Con Comm. Angus: Pointed out on figures where the key areas of the project are. The City of Quincy is the applicant but not the sole owner of the seawall. There are 12 additional owners of the seawall. (Angus asked if there were any questions on the project’s intent. There were none). Proposed work on the seawall involves additional revetment on top of the existing revetment and other minor repairs. Plans also propose replacement of one existing metal pipe that is corrugated with a new metal pipe on the Turner St Tide Gate. This is the only work proposed on the Turner St Tide Gate. At the Edgewater Beach Tide Gate the impacts were explained on one of the outflow pipes and how the pipe has been affected by sediment build up. Proposed improvement shortens outflow by 80 ft. Explained some impacts using charts. (The best place to look for impacts is pg. 5 of the NOI). At the coastal beach 19,250 sq ft is anticipated as temporary impacts and 48,800 sq ft is anticipated as permanent impacts. This is mostly due to the expansion of the revetment footprint. There are 2,320 linear ft of permanent impacts associated with the coastal bank. Land subject to coastal storm flowage has 49100 sq ft of temporary impacts however most of that has to do with construction staging. 11,490 sq ft of permanent impacts associated with the land subject to coastal storm flowage. There are also some amenity improvements such as sidewalk improvements. Kenneth A. Maurogeorge spoke in more detail: The project also involves improvement to park benches as well as bike malls. This project also tackles public access to the beaches including stairwells allowing public access to the beaches that have corroded over time. Angus once again spoke on some impacts: We are not anticipating any impacts to the riverfront area. In terms of buffer zone impacts include approximately 50,000 sq ft of temporary impacts and approximately 11,000 sq ft of permanent impacts. The work will take place both from the land and from the seaward side during low tide. The State determined that the project does not require an environmental impact report. Talked about two minor errors on the plan sets having to do with how mean high water was depicted. DPW has done two well attended public forums about the project. Angus opened the floor to questions from the board. Glynn asked about the stairwells and Maurogeorge clarified the issue. Glynn expressed concern about ambulance access to the beach however this was unrelated to the project at hand. Graber opened the floor to questions by the public. Ralph Jacobs of 51 Manet Ave, Quincy: Is there a non-metallic composite material that could serve the same purpose and not rust as far as railings? Maurogeorge: It has been looked at but that will be taken into consideration at a later date in the project. Currently we will be using galvanized steel. Norma J. Langford of 41 Mears St, Quincy: Is there any way we could use a different material for the lower part of the railing so it would not rust? Maurogeorge: Since the railings are imbedded in concrete we will be using different holes for the railings to solve this problem. Using anything but a metal railing could lead to a more serious concrete deterioration problem. Jacobs asked about the sediment collection but overall no impact on the project. Gail Freel of Darrow St asked about access from Darrow St but this had no Con Comm concern. There will be no addition of wall sections. Ioreo moved to grant the project approval. 2nd by Tom Carroll. Motion passed.    Granted

Margaret LeForest and Ralph Jacobs spoke in support of this project. Con Com liked the project--- advised no asphalt—and suggested applying for a RDA.
