Motion for addition, correction, and/or acceptance of Minutes March 21, 2012 meeting.

221 Palmer Street Cert. of Comp. requested by Barbara Bognanno- Inspected by John Brennion.  All work completed.

Motion to accept Jim Iorio and Tom Carroll - Granted

48 Hall Place—Application to extend permit. Three year extension granted.

Motion to allow ext.  1st. John Brennion 2nd. Tom Carroll.

17 Seagull Road---Anthony Tiro asked  appear in front of Con Com to explain why they were cutting down phragmities and built a fence in the wetlands without permission---neighbor complained.  They were not aware that they had to come to Con Com and will in future if they are doing any work in the wetlands.

154  Rice Road---Minor modifications of existing O.O.C.  Four ft. breezeway between house and garage. Bill Keener---no problem the change is so minor it does not need a RDA---moving 2ft. over.

54 Miller Street---NOI  by  Charles Geacchetto, Compass Development LLC.  Represented by: Bob Harnais and engineer Paul Tyrell.   Bill Keener said we have a letter from City engineer, Sean Hardy ---guidelines to adhere to-stormwater management, as-built upon completion etc.    Another letter from the Planning Dept. Dennis Harrington ---3 extra conditions to be attached to O.O.C. by Woodward and Curran engineering firm-- No negative impact on City’s plans to re-do sewer and drainage lines.  Parking lot is in FEMA designated flood area     Bob if anything this will improve the flooding situation.  This is going to be a four story medical building---parking underneath and three floors on top. Paul Tyrell:  meets stormwater standard, run-off reduction.  M. Glynn asked for a landscape plan for Con Com files---Mr. Harnais said he will provide it.   Ms. Doherty 80 Miller Street and  J.Carnali, 80 Miller St. spoke in support of project.   Rob Conlon ask Bill to make sure the 3 extra conditions by Woodward and Curran was included  as part  of the O.O.C.

15 Post Island Road----Cert of Comp.  filed by Kenneth Macisaac for work completed. John Brennion did site inspection and everything looks good.

383 Manet Avenue  RDA for in ground pool and deck Rep. by owner, Jim Waker. Bill Keener asked what was going to be underneath? Sand and Gravel.  Not changing grade. They also have a LOMA letter.  John Brennion said we should vote on Cert. of Comp. ---he went by there and everything looks good---debris is gone.   Motion on Cert.of Comp.   1st. Jim Iorio and 2nd. J.Brennion.  Motion that act does not apply –RDA –1st. Jim Iorio and 2nd. Tom Carroll.

Hough’s Neck Garden Club  RDA  for beautification project at section  adj. seawall between  750 Sea Street and 2 Babcock St. Ms. Goodman gave a presentation and displaced charts  showing where parking area, benches, planters and walkways etc are going. They will not be touching the sidewalk.  Support from Community Preservation.  Working only on land side---will work slowly to see what will last etc. Ms. Cryan spoke on types of plants, where to put the pavers so as to direct the water in the right direction.  John Brennion recommended that they get a signature from Christine Powers, Dir Parks Dept. so they will be responsible ---Parks Dept----for future upkeep.  Carl Johnson also spoke of handscape and softscape. Now asphalt not strong enough.  Ms. Johnson gave options as to how they were going to anchor posts for planters etc. and pointed out the proposed locations.  Bill asked about the cost---$800,000 estimate at the moment. Bill Keener said they had no problems with posts but adv. cost something to think about. Ms. Langford asked if Con Com knew when seawall repairs were going to be carried out.  Bill Keener adv. to speak to engineer about that so that contractors working on seawall won’t come along and damage any work that you may have done.   Susan Wilbur a neighbor voiced her concern about parking for residence---Bill said Con Com have no jurisdiction on parking but said to talk to Mgt LaForest perhaps residence only parking spots!!

Motion  Iorio, 2nd   T. Carroll.  Neg. Det.

Moon Island---concern over conditions out there.  Louise Grabowski, Anna Markja Frankie, Melisa Beesley and Jim Stamos spoke about their frustration over DEP not doing anything about it.  Bill Keener adv. them that we have no jurisdiction since 2009. DEP have Superseding O.O.C .  Ms Grabowski asked if Con Com could do a site assessment. Bill said  we cannot trespass on other people’s property.  DEP have seven opened files on this since 1999. John Brennion said they had a request from City of Boston to make a site visit for Cert. of Comp.  We did and issued Cert. of Comp.  There was a lengthy discussion between commission members and concerned residence about the best approach.   Maureen Glynn adv. residence to go into the DEP office if they are not returning their phone calls.  Bill Keener suggested talking to state reps---Ayers & Keenan.   Ms. Beesley had concerns about re-cycling facility---Bill talk to environmental police.  

Fay Anderson wanted to go on record supporting the group---problematic for years.   Com. Com members wished group good luck and understood their frustration.  

6 Fort Street Cert of Compliance filed by the engineer   Jim Burke.  Maureen Glynn did site inspection and everything looks fine.

Motion  Glynn, 2nd. Tom Carroll.  Granted

235 Rhoda Street--- Rose Bushes cut down. 235 Rhoda Street abuts a small public beach.  A neighbor hired a contractor, Sean Farrell to remove rose bushes --an 18’L x 5’ W section.   He had to go onto beach with heavy equipment to perform this project.  Majority of these bushes were on city property and some on Annette’s ----- property @ 235 Rhoda Street. This neighbor told Mr. Farrell that she had permission from the City of Quincy to do this work---“for a cleaner greener Quincy,---more assessable for people.”  Bill Keener stated what a great contractor Sean Farrell is and that he does a lot of work for the city etc.  Sean told Ms.Talarczyk   that she paid him $300.  Bill Keener advised Ms. to take photos---she had before and after photos with her.  Bill said that the City, through the law department, will hold this neighbor responsible for replacing the damage.  The city will be the main plaintiff and Ms. Talarczyk second plaintiff.   The city will pay for this. Neighbor will be asked to replace bushes. Bill Keener asked for landscaping estimate, photos and name and address to be provided and stated that he would go and he would bring it up to Mr. Timmins.  “Wetlands has to be protected.”  Con Com can issue order, legal department writes it up and police department will hand deliver.  Giving her a certain amount of time to replace with exactly what was there---that strip.  Call her in to explain herself first---if she shows for next meeting, June 6, 2012 we will issue enforcement order, if no show we will issue enforcement order. 

2 Hancock Street Maureen Glynn over flooding---O.O.C. had conditions that the catch basins had to be cleaned out twice a year.  Bill Keener asked if the problem was from Neponset Bridge or 2 Hancock St. Neponset Bridge have a mesh to catch debris.  Com members discussed who the owners were.
