Work Inc. 3 Arlington St.
Request for Determination of Applicability filed by: James Cassetta, President. 

The site requires environmental remediation to achieve regulatory closure. The first phase of remediation, which is the subject of this request, includes the demolition of the building.  However, the foundation slabs will remain in place so as to minimize any risk of exposure to subsurface contaminants. Therefore, the pervious and impervious areas of the site will not change. In addition, as previously indicated, the entire footprint of the Site is covered either by a building or pavement. Therefore, leaving the foundation slabs intact will also prevent erosion of soil.
The second component of remediation may involve excavation and off-Site recycling or disposal of the soil from below the slab.  The exact timing and scope of the second phase of the project is not currently known. Therefore, it is not the subject of this request and a separate filing for this work will be submitted to the Commission.
Prior to the demolition, the catch basins along Arlington and Fayette Street will be protected with silt fence and haybales. – Granted, Negative Determination
SITE IS LOCATED IN 100-YEAR FLOOD PLAIN AND IS WITHIN 100 FEET OF THE MARSHLAND.

Request for Determination of Applicability filed by: Isabelle Faherty.  Construct new addition and wrap around porch in buffer zone to Dorchester Bay. The bay is defined by the existence of a 3’+/- high seawall between this seawall and the project site is Dorchester Street. – Granted, Negative Determination

Mayor’s Office---represented by: Chris Walker introduced John Stevenson, Civil Engineer for Street-Works Development LLC who gave a PowerPoint presentation on plans to restore a Brook Culvert through a new route downtown.  Showing how the design engineered and how the project will benefit the environment and repair long standing problems with existing Town Brook Culvert. Key element is relocation of brook. Some existing problems: low flow, high levels of sedimentations from storm water.  Photos showed older sections---general disrepair. Utility conflicts under Hancock Street lot---damaged pipe, Sewer discharge---neglected past ---green future.

(A) Leave as is---not good idea

(B) Repair downtown—difficult from a regulator standpoint--impact density of downtown area.

(C) Co-Ordinate relocation of downtown portion of town brook with future redevelopment in mind--good idea.

Long Island Bridge over Quincy Bay----NOI filed by Boston Public Works Dept.

Represented By: Robert Rottenbucher, engineer for City of Boston.

Structural steel repairs to stringers, floor beams, bracing. Concrete back wall repairs to include replacement of approach slab. Most of work done from barges---some could be done from above.  Using lead removal for project, bolting and painting---tarp to catch paint.   Maureen Glynn asked for equipment to go through Hancock St. and not Marina Bay—Rottenbucher agreed.   City of Boston money—no federal money.
