Rep by:  John Sullivan  / Robert Wheaton, Lycott Env./ engineers. Asking for 5 yr order of conditions--- pond a lot of run off---excessive amt of phosphorous/unsightly and odorous. Plan is to restore the shore line back and manage conditions periodically over the next 5 yrs.   Treatments from May to until weather cools down.  Algae—reduce. Try to get vegetation growth on bottom. Bring back wild life.   Establish some testing now to see what nutrients and elements are in there at the moment.  --- see what phosphorus problems are in there.  As Algae dies off can be ingested by fish and wild life. Not a good idea to let it go to full alga and then try and treat it.  Could cause fish kill!  Treatments can be done with back packs and spray bottles.   Common reed can cause toxic out of its roots. Maureen Glynn asked if this treatment will affect wild life/ dogs etc.  No there are no water restrictions.   Tom Carroll asked how often they had done project like this. The treated Butlers pond and many other projects---Sullivan added that there are reported to be large mouth bass there at the moment.   Glynn when done?  Next year.  One frost knocks us out.  Phragmities ---as far as cutting we have done it after frost. Spray before flowers.  Suggestion from Iorio---add some fresh water fish---clams.
